Trailer servicing  
Just like your car, your trailer, 
camper or horse float require 
r e g u l a r  s e r v i c i n g 
and maintenance. Trailer and 
c a r a v a n  m a n u f a c t u r e r s           
recommend that wheel bearings 
and brakes are serviced every 
10,000km or 12 months. 

Remember  

¶ If the Trailer/Horsefloat is under 750kg (ATM), you are 
not  required to obtain a Safety Certificate / Roadworthy       
Certificate for a registration transfer.  

¶ Queensland Transport Safety Certificates / Roadworthy 
Certificates can only be issued by examiners who have 
been accredited by Queensland Transport. 

¶ For private car or motorbike sellers, Safety Certificates / 
Roadworthy Certificates are valid for two months or 2000 
kilometres (whichever occurs first). For a dealer, the time 
frame is 1000 kilometres or 3 months. 

¶ When selling a vehicle/motorbike, you are required to   
display a Safety Certificate / Roadworthy Certificate in a              
conspicuous place, for bikes; such as the forks or front 
guard.

The  Modification Plate 

protects you, your vehicle, your family and your wallet by    

determining if all modifications have been completed and    

installed in a safe and roadworthy manner. 
 

Modified vehicles must comply with vehicle standards and 

guidelines, as set out by the Queensland Department of 

Transport, before a modification plate can be approved.

Things to Remember:  

¶ A modification plate 
can only be obtained from an      authorised examiner. 

¶ To have a Modification Plate license, a mechanic must be 
qualified and active for no less than ten years. All          
mechanics must pass a strenuous examination process 
before achieving a license.
